			Museo Casa De Gasperi – Fondazione Trentina Alcide De Gasperi (IT)









			Stra.bene is a unique initiative that has successfully completed six editions and engaged more than 1,000 teachers and students each year. Launched in the vibrant city of Trento, Stra.bene is a collaboration between Fondazione Trentina Alcide De Gasperi, the City of Trento and 11 middle local schools to promote dialogue and brainstorming. The project takes 12-year-olds to discover what it means to be European, and how important it is for them in their everyday lives. The project's first step was a trip to Pieve Tesino in October 2023 to visit the house where Alcide De Gasperi (an EHL Site), one of the Founding Fathers of the EU, was born.
 
Stra.bene's goal is to work with everyone. Because the implementers believe that, the story of De Gasperi and the EU deserves to be heard even today and have so much to tell us. For the Fondazione Trentina the greatest satisfaction is to see the impact Stra.bene has on kids' civic sense: “A girl told us during the European Parliament simulation workshop, ‘I want to do this when I grow up.’” As next steps, Stra.bene goes into classrooms. These sessions will explain the European Union intricacies and simulate the legislative procedure of a European law. It will be a beautiful journey, full of discoveries and surprises.

			On November 17, participants were immersed in the historical era of Carlos de Borbón with the presentation of Daniel Aznar's book "Carlos de Borbón. The heroic age of the illustrated monarch”. Subsequently, with the "IV Study Day on the Cartoixa de Montalegre" on 27 November, attention was given to the scholarly dialogues around the history and life at the charterhouse of Montalegre (Tiana, Barcelona).
 
Across social media channels, the Archives commemorated World Digital Preservation Day on November 4 by showcasing the digitization process of its most frequently accessed series - the Registers of the Royal Chancellery.
 
The Site celebrates a remarkable achievement as its publication on X (formerly Twitter) garnered an impressive 9,000 views, illustrating the power of concise yet captivating videos in capturing a wide audience's attention.

			Archaeological Area of Ostia antica (IT)







			As highlighted in our October newsletter, the Ostia Antica Archaeological Park was awarded the History and Heritage Tourism - Special Mention award. This recognition is attributed to the noteworthy project titled "Ostia: Gateway to the Mediterranean. Public Archaeology in Ostia Antica."
 
Presented during the morning session of the 16th Conference for Cultural Tourism in Paphos, Cyprus—a city distinguished as the European Capital of Smart Tourism 2023—the project was eloquently introduced by Alessandro D'Alessio, the Director, and Marina Lo Blundo, the Site's contact person, who spearheaded its implementation. Marina shared her thoughts, expressing, "The awarding of the prize was made possible by the very high impact the Park's call for votes had on social media."
 
The collaborative initiative, ' Public Archaeology in Ostia Antica,' in partnership with ScuoleMigranti and the Scout Group Roma 59, has kicked off exciting new endeavours! On November 11, the inaugural boy scout troop engaged in workshop activities at Ostia Antica, followed by the Site's hosting of a meeting with volunteer teachers on November 15.
 
Commencing in 2021 with a grant from the Council of Europe and European Commission, this second edition of the project is now supported by the Italian Ministry of Culture. The Ministry, recognizing the project's impactful reach among migrants and boy scouts, has generously funded this phase, acknowledging its prior success.

			Archaeological Site of Nemea (HL)









			The collaboration between the Site and local NGO Diadrasis led to an enriching educational initiative titled 'The Defenders of Monuments' at the Archaeological Site of Nemea, spanning from October 30th to November 3rd. Within the framework of this educational program, the pupils learned through playing, about the significance of the local monuments and about the need to protect them from extreme weather phenomena. In total, 190 students from the both two local Elementary Schools of Nemea took part in the activities. The assistance of the museum staff significantly contributed to the success of the program, providing the children with an unforgettable experience.
 
As for the continuation of the project, the educational programs will be repeated for junior high and high school students. The goal of the upcoming educational programs is for students, first to understand the threats of climate change, then to propose methods for safeguarding monuments, and finally, to take real action by planning and implementing volunteer initiatives to protect local monuments. This educational program is part of the European Heritage Days and is funded by the Council of Europe and the European Commission.
